Travel Tips
Rockford, IL, is about 50 miles NW of Chicago, and although the Rockford Airport (RFD) is the nearest airport, because it is right 
inside Rockford, it is often cheaper to fly in through O’Hare (ORD). From O’Hare or Midway airports, you can either rent a car 
and drive on I-90 N to Rockford, or you can conveniently get to Rockford by bus. The bus service that comes to Rockford from 
both airports is called Van Galder Bus / Coach USA and the trip from O’Hare costs $18.00. More information is available at 
http://www.coachusa.com/vangalder/. 

Inform the driver to drop you at Holiday Inn, which is the second stop in Rockford. If you want to stay at the Holiday Inn, all you 
need to do is walk into the hotel and check-in. For those who want to stay at Sweden House Lodge, someone with the sign 
ICBPP 2009 will pick up participants at 3:00, 4:00, 5:00, and 6:00 p.m. from the Holiday Inn to the Lodge Sweden House.
